The African Studies Center will award five fellowships to graduate students planning to pursue the study of an African language. The FLAS Fellowships are funded by the U.S. Department of Education under Title IV.

Applications are now invited for AY 2006-2007


Applicants must be U.S. Citizens or permanent residents, be admitted to or enrolled in a graduate program at Penn, and have research or career plans that require the use of an African Language. African Studies currently offers nine African Languages. In the past FLAS Fellowships have been competitively awarded to students to study Amharic, Igbo, Kinyarwanda, Swahili, Twi, Yoruba, and Zulu, but other languages may also be approved. Successful applicants must then enroll each semester of the fellowship term in an African language and in full-time study in either African Studies or professional studies related to Africa.


Applications should be made directly to the Graduate Chair of the Department in which the applicant is enrolled. The fellowship pays tuition and general fees and provides an estimated annual stipend of $15,000, paid monthly, for the academic year.

The African Studies Center seeks to support students in as wide a variety of disciplines and professions, and from as wide a variety of background, as possible.
The FLAS Fellowships are contingent on renewed funding by the U.S. Department of Education under Title VI.
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
