Carolyn Davis is a reporter for the Philadelphia Inquirer and has specialty of writing on humanitarian issues. Davis left journalism for several years to do humanitarian relief work in Cambodia, Rwanda and the Balkans, where she managed a refugee camp during the Kosovo crisis.

Matiangai Sirleaf's research focuses primarily on international human rights, transitional justice, international law and comparative constitutional law. Matiangai worked in the International Human Rights Practice Group at Cohen Milstein, where she assisted with numerous cutting-edge international human rights cases, representing victims of human trafficking and forced labor, torture, enforced disappearance, extrajudicial killing, and arbitrary detention. She completed a Bernstein Fellowship at the International Center for Transitional Justice, clerked at the Constitutional Court of South Africa for Chief Justice Sandile Ngcobo, and taught a course on civic engagement with human rights for the International Human Rights Exchange Program at the University of Witwatersrand.

She is currently working on her fellowship with a focus on education, culturally responsive care and occupational justice.
